I include assignment comments for most grades, especially those that fall below the projected best achievement level of your child.  These comments are meant to not only keep you updated on your child’s progress in class, but are an essential element to beginning to have conversations with your child reegarding their  own responsibilities with regard to academic progress.
Students have been familiarized with the procedure for submitting an assignment after an excused absence. It is due no later than the date that they return. Assigned homework is due one week from the date it is given out and since students are allowed to complete it according to their own schedules, no late homework will be accepted.
